Bogdon Box Bass Friction Tuners Re-Tighten Instructions
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1. remove the string from the tuner

2. place a 7/16" wrench onto the inner nut
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3. place another 7/16" wrench on the outer nut 
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4. LOOSEN the outer nut by holding the inner nut firmly in place.
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5. Now that the outer nut is loose, place the 7/16" wrench on the other side of the neck onto the screw and TIGHTEN in INNER nut about one-quarter turn. Do not tighten with all your might because it will be too tight to tune. So just give the nut a nice firm quarter turn.
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6. Now place the 7/16" wrench back onto the inner nut to hold it in place as you now tighten the outer nut very tight. 

So to explain, the washer with the hole in it is held very tightly in place using two star-lock-nuts to keep it from turning with the tension of the string. The inner nut also functions as the tension setter for the screw by being tight enough to hold the screw in place, even though the screw itself turns with the help of the metal washers on both sides of the wood.
